Eligibility

Open to all Maui County students in grades K—12.

e Artwork must be original.
e Submitted entry MUST BE from the student’s CURRENT GRADE LEVEL.
e Entries did not receive previous awards
Categories
Entries will be judged in the following grade-level groups:
e Grades K-2
e (Grades 3-5
e (Grades 6-8
e Grades 9-10
e Grade 11-12

Artwork Requirements

Only 2-D artwork will be accepted (e.g., drawing, painting, printmaking, mixed media on
flat surface).

No edible art entries.

Maximum size: 18" x 24" (including mat, if any).

Artwork must be matted with firm backing (e.g., mat board or oaktag).

Matting should not exceed 3 inches on each side of the art piece.

No frames, glass, or hanging hardware will be accepted.

Digital art is allowed only if printed and meets all size and mounting requirements.
Note: All artwork will be mounted for display using staple guns at the corners of the
backing. Please ensure the mounting board is sturdy enough to be stapled without
damaging the artwork itself.
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Submission Guidelines

Only one entry per student.
Each entry must have an identification label securely attached to the matting on the
bottom right corner with:
o Student Name
o Grade
o School
o Teacher Name
o Title of Artwork (optional)
Each entry must have the waiver attached to the back of the art piece.
Due to space, each school must limit its entries

School Population 200-500 15 entries per division
School Population 500-1000 20 entries per division
School Population 1000+ 25 entries per division

Each school will need to fill out the “School Submission Inventory” form
Deadline for submission: Friday, September 19, 2025
Select a VARIETY of works, as opposed to submitting the entire class entry from the
same project

Honorable Mentions may be awarded at the judges’ discretion.

Select artworks may be displayed during the Maui County Fair.
